WHEREAS, the CTH F bridge over Buena Vista Creek has been required to be load posted at 30
ton weight limit due the Federal Highway Administration’s requirement that all structures classified as a
bridge under the federal definition be evaluated and load rated for specialized hauling vehicles; and

WHEREAS, the Portage County Board of Supervisors has approved a budget adjustment to
replace this bridge to coincide with the Highway Department’s 2018 resurfacing project; and

WHEREAS, the Portage County Purchasing Department has solicited bids for the CTH F bridge
replacement; and

WHEREAS, the estimated contracted cost to complete the bridge replacement is expected to
exceed $100,000.00; and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with the Portage County Purchasing Ordinance 3.7.11 Contracts
and Leases, all leases or contracts for services exceeding $25,000 must have governing committee
approval, furthermore, any contract exceeding $100,000 must also be approved by resolution of the
County Board; and

Subject: Discussion and Possible Action on Resolution Authorizing and Ratifying a Contract for
Services for CTH F Bridge Replacement

Background:

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation Bureau of Structures (WisDOT BOS) has worked
with Federal Highway Administration(FHWA) to meet the new FHWA requirement that all
bridges be evaluated and load rated for specialized hauling vehicles (SHVs) due to previous load
rating models which did not accurately represent the all loading types on certain bridges. After
this evaluation, WisDOT BOS has determined that bridge P49-0025 on CTH F over Buena Vista
Creek in the Town of Grant requires a 30 ton weight limit posting. Based on the WisDOT BOS
analysis and directive, this bridge was posted for 30 tons on Monday December 18, 2017.

After multiple Highway Committee meetings, the Highway Committee recommended that the
structure be replaced in 2018 to coincide with the planned CTH F resurfacing project. As a
result, County Board approved the budget adjustment resolution at their July 17, 2018 meeting to
allow for the bridge replacement to move forward in 2018.

Analysis:
The Purchasing Department has solicited bids for the bridge replacement and received 3 bids
from qualified contractors which are summarized below.

Earth, Inc. $369,321.59
Sheet Piling Services LLC $394,776.67
Zenith Tech, Inc. $496,420.50

Fiscal Impact:

The low bid is within the design engineer’s estimate and is adequately funded through resolution
No. 32-2018-2020 which provided $506,317 in funding for the design, construction, and
construction oversight for the project.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends the Committees and County Board approve the attached resolution. Due to
the environmental conditions associated with the stream, the approval of this resolution and
contract is time sensitive so that the in-stream work can be completed prior to September 15™ to
avoid impacts to the trout habitat.

TO:  THE HONORABLE CHAIRMAN AND MEMBERS OF THE PORTAGE COUNTY
BOARD OF SUPERVISONS '

RE:  RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PORTAGE COUNTY TO CONDUCT A COUNTY-
WIDE ADVISORY REFERENDUM TO RECOMMEND TO THE STATE LEGISLATURE
THAT IT CLOSE THE DARK STORE LLOOPHOLES WHICH ALLOW COMMERCIAL
RETAIL PROPERTIES TO REQUEST AND/OR OBTAIN SIGNIFICANT REDUCTION OF
THE ASSESSED VALUATION AND PROPERTY TAX OF RETAIL PROPERTIES

WHEREAS, each time a big box retailer seeks and/or obtains a reduction in its property tax
obligation because of a dark store loophole, homeowners, small businesses and other property owners often
become responsible for an increased share of the local property tax levy; and

WHEREAS, municipal, county, city, village, and town officials have contacted state legislators and
testified against the dark store tax loopholes in order to avoid a property tax burden shifting from big box
retailers to other tax paying entities such as homeowners, small businesses and other property owners and/or
reducing levels of services provided by an affected municipality; and

WHEREAS, unless dark store loopholes are closed, Portage County taxpayers other than big box
stores may be obligated to pay an increased share of the local property tax levy; and

WHEREAS, Wisconsin Statute 59.52(25) allows for a county board to conduct a county-wide
referendum for advisory purposes; and

WHEREAS, A county-wide advisory referendum would provide guidance to the state legislature
as to the will of the Portage County electorate on this issue; and

WHEREAS, This resolution seeks authorization to conduct such a county-wide advisory
referendum.

FISCAL NOTE: Although there are no current fiscal obligations for the county associated
with this resolution, the potential exists that if any municipality is obligated to reimburse big box retailers
any amounts of previously paid property taxes as a result of the dark store tax loopholes, the county may
also have to reimburse corresponding amounts to those municipalities.
