	Jeanne Dodge attended on-going Project Oversight Group meeting on May 28, 2019.  

	PRESENTATION: 
Concept design and initial test-fit of the Government Center & LEC.
	County Executive Holman presented Concept design and initial test-fit of the Government Center & LEC with three drawings to place on file.  This design included a road that will need to be added and the City utilities will run parallel to this new road.  Plan has a fleet garage with separate entrance; a three-story Government Center including the Courts and support staff; 144-bed Jail facility as a Pod design, Program space and separate Huber and Juvenile dorms including another 96 beds.  This design includes room for expansion.  A total of 400 parking spots were also included in the design.  

	DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION: Authorizing BWBR/Dewberry to commence with the design development on 20-25 acres of green space.
	Motion by Jankowski to adopt Resolution as written.  Seconded by Splinter.  Discussion included various comments from County Executive Holman that this is Concept planning only.  Supervisor Medin has concerns about some of the Whereas statements being speculation and embellished.  Other Supervisors present thought the statements were clarifying the issues, and explaining where we are headed.  Supervisor Miresse, Supervisor Moua, Sheriff Lukas, Judge Flugaur, and District Attorney Molepske had comments about programming that exists to minimize incarceration and the Judge suggested any Supervisors with questions should join the Justice Coalition as a member.  Motion carried by voice vote 3 ayes and 1 nay—Medin.   

	DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION: Lease update for 1039 Ellis and CREATE Portage County.
	Motion by Splinter to approve lease as presented excluding the last paragraph in section 6 beginning with “In the event the Tenant desires to lease additional space” and staff can analyze the utilities and come back with recommendations.  Seconded by Medin.   Motion carried with unanimous voice vote.  

	DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

	Highway:  The Highway project is underway.  The Highway Facilities Builders Risk Insurance policy is in place.  The Highway Committee will handle approval of all contracts as necessary for any bids/etc. in the highway project and staff will give updates to Space & Properties Committee and other committees as necessary.  Financing is proceeding and two projects have been combined so there will be some savings that may be added to the contingency funds which has been a concern in a past discussion.
