The clerk read the resignation of Quincy Doudna, chairman of the
Portage county school committee, as follows: L

Dear Mr Rosholt: ) \ '

Because of .ever increasing demands upon my time I have decided,
with some reluctance, to request release from my respons:hlhtles as a
member of the county school committee. I should like my re51gnat|0n to
he effective February 1st.

I should like to report to you at some length regardmg the activities
of the committee during the. past fifteen months.

Our committee began with the adoptlon of two fundamental prin-

ciples as basic policy: . .
1. Changes should be made only when it appears reasonably certain \

that the result will he improved education for the children, at fair cost o

to the taxpayers. . 1 [
2. The wishes of the people, as expressed in open hearings, should f

be considered carefully before decisions are made. ~ e

The committee recognized that it had a job to do—a difficuit, un-
popular job, hut one which mlght result in hetter opportunities for
hoys and girls, if well done.

In this report I'should like to tell what our committee has accom-
plished and outline some of the work that remains to be done. I 3
should also like to show how our committee has endeavored to follow
the hasic policy set up when we organized. )

The first of our orders was issued last -April, and became effective

- July 1. By this order 'an enjarged common school district was es-
tablished to include the villages of Amherst, Amherst Junction and
Nelsanville and fifteen open country districts. A four-year high school
had been operated in Amherst, and graded schools in Amherst and
the other two villages. One-room schools were in operation in all of
the open country districts and in three districts schools had been
suspended for some time. I believe one district had never operated a
school in the years since it was created. The entire area had been
served by the' Amherst High school,

Under the enlarged common school plan, all of the old district
boundaries were eliminated and the new district consisted of the area
‘which formerly comprised the eighteen small districts. The new
district is governed by the annual meeting of electors of the entire
:district, and the board of five members which they elect. At the annua! :
" meeting in July and its adjourned session early in August the hoard
was elected, and a tax of twelve dollars a thousand levied for opera-
tion and, maintenance. An additional tax of two dollars per thousand
was voted to cover cost of transportation, thus relieving parents of bus
charges of about five or six dollars per month. The board also adopted
a budget prepared by Superintendent L. D. Culver, county superinten-
dent, and the state superintendent, providing liberal state aid. (The
,tax rates quoted are on the full valuation and the rate on the assessed
‘valuation would be four or five dollars a thousand higher in some
cases, where the assessment is low)}.

In my judgment this first act of the county committee has resulted
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in considerable educational improvement  for the children’ in the ‘area.
These are some of the advantages the children now. en]oy that were
not avallab]e to them betore the change:

1. Medical services, including a physical examination by the school
doctor, and regular visits by the school nurse, and certain additional
medical services, for all children, grade and high school.

2. Homemaking course in the higl’i school started last tall. .

3. Complete vocational agriculture course in the high school, which
gets underway shortly. .

4. Added textbooks 'in some of the schools that were short ot books
before. . .

5. Free transportation to all children needing ‘transportation.

6. Music instruction from a qualified music teacher ‘in' all: schools
in the district, including rural schools, grade schools. and the high
school.

7. Improved mamtenance of buxldmgs with a man employed by -
the board to do the work. ' :

. Has this been done at “fair cost to the taxpayers?”’ The rate has
already heen mentioned. Fourteen dotlars per thousand is actually
considerably less than some of the districts levied before the change.
It is more than some levied. But it is fair and right: All taxpayers in
the area now pay at the same rate for a similar educational program.
That is as it should be. Further, they now get much more for their
money.

While the Ambherst district has been discussed at some length, [
should report that a similar district. was set up in the Rosholt com-
munity late this fall. The program there has been in operation too short
a time to judge fully its value. Further, theré is additional territory in
the town of Harrison in Waupaca county and in the town of Sharon
in Portage county that will probahly become a part of the district even-
tually. A third enlarged common school district is being contemplated
in the Almond-Bancroft area.

I should like to point out that our committee has tried to follow its .
second principle, that is we have tried to give full consideration to the
wishes of the people. Some have said we have neglected this principle:
We have not, We "bave conducted lengthy hearings, in some cases sev-
eral, "before each order has been drawn, A fact sometimes forgotten,
too, is that we have actually rejected far more proposals than we have

-adopted, and that these have been rejected after the opinions of the

voters were expressed at hearings. As a matter of fact we have issued
only two major orders, and have held some ten or twelve hearings.
These hearings have been supplemented by numerous ‘conferences with
small groups of school officials, town board members and village board
members. Special mention should also be made of literally dozens of
educational meetings conducted by the county superintendent, Mr Cul-
ver, to explain various proposals which the committee was considering.
(I should point out that the superintendent has no vote in committee’
decisions. He has been most cooperative in furnishing information to
the committee from an unusually complete and well kept file in his
office His work in discussing with small groups the proposals and
counter-proposals has undouhtedly been much appreciated by the citi-
zens in rural portions of the county).

In addition to hearings, we have held a total of some forty-five
committee sessions in the past year and a quarter, during which time
we have considered carefully the testimony presented at hearings. try-
ing to'weigh each argument to see whether the best interests of the chil-
dren of the eounty would be served by accepting it or rejecting it.
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\or city voters voting separately. :
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I helieve that thuse who have atiended several of out open meetings,
or sdt in on long committee sessions wil) ag'ree‘lhat the. C(‘Jmmittee has,

- certainly given consideration to every point. of view expressed Lo it.

. There is still much work to be done in Porlage-‘cou’nty hefore we
will nuve In-every part ol the cuunty u school system thai will make
pussible a cunmiplete and continuous educational program at reasonahle
cost, with true local control AN propusals deuling with the city of
Stevens Puint' and the area immediately around it have ceen rejected
by the committee, either “ecause we helieve that they were unsound or
because present laws did not perniit what was proposed As yet Lhere
have heen nu heurings held in” the Junetion ‘City area, although some
residents appeal to tavor expanding the two-year high schuoul into a
four-year school and others favor abandoning it altugether The Rosholt
district need= to he completed These things will all take time | trust
that the comimittee will use us much time as needed to avoid mistakes,
even ‘though cur early position of teadership has heen lost to other
counties where certain prohlems have heen tess severe. )

Pe'rhaps as the legislature is' about to convene, 1 can he permitted
to suggest three changes in'the law which would make it function more
‘smoothly and make more certain, sound results:

1. Provision should be made for public payment of tuition tor any
child who has started high school whose residence places him in a
different high school district after reorganization. , s

2. Provision should be made for the appointment of a competent,
neutral referee to decide disputes hetween committees from -two «or

. more counties when the territory involved in a proposal crosses county

lines.

3. Provision should be' made for a referendum on all proposals of
the county committee, hefore orders can be final\with farm and village

1 should like to express my-appreciation to you and to the members .

of the county board for the cooperation our committee has received. = .

1 should also like to say that I have enjoyed greatly my contacts with
my fellow committee members. They are ‘all very sincere in trying to
do what is best, and they are men of good judgment® | should ulso like
to express appreciation te the citizens of the county for their colirtesy
and forbearance us shown at public hearings and in private conferences.
Perhaps only one who has spent his entire professional life dealing with"
school problems can realize the emotion with which many persons
approach educational change. This is ‘not to be deplored; it is good.
Our school system affects our children, and what affects children
must.not be tampered .with carelessly.

It"is my-hope that the sincere effort of the many .citizens in this
and other counties to bring about improvements of one kind or
another in our school system may truly result in benefits to the fine,
young boys and girls growing up in Wisconsin in 1949,

The clerk read a communication from the county judge and Re-
solution No. 49 as follows: -
. - s i February 7, 1949
To the Members of the Portage County Board ‘of Supervisors
Gentlemen:
On June 20, 1947, the jurisdiction of the county court was increased
in civil actions ‘and proceedings,-etc, not exceeding the sum or value
$15,000. The act enlarging the |county court jurisdiction states that
“The county judge shall receive as compensation the sum of $6,000
payable in equal monthly mstal]ments unti! the county board of said
county shall fix the same at some other sugg not less than herem
provided.”
. The increased jurisdiction is' in addition to the other dutles regu-
. larly or ordinarily performed by the caunty court or judge. I felt that
- before taking up the matter of salary with your board that we should
ascertain just how much additional work this increased jurisdiction
would add to the county court. In our county, as you know, we have
numerous other duties other.than the administration of estates and
the county court is likewise the juvenile court of Portage county. Since
the increased. jurisdiction, the following -number of cases have been
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handled in county court: Civ;ll, 217; criminal, 60; justice, 26. At the
-term to commerce next week the calendar has 7 criminal cases; 12 civil
cases and 21 court cases. ' . .

Under the county court jurisdiction, the same procedure as in
circuit court is followed, i.e., a regular circuit court panel of jurors
is called in civil and criminal.jury cases, and jury trials.as in circuit
court are conducted. Three regular terms are held each year; in Feb-
ruary; June and September. This is far more work than the circuit
court has had to do and there is a tendency to bring practically all
cases in the county court where damages do not exceed the sum of
.$15,000. In addition, most criminal cases are brought before the county
court where, they are readily disposed of rather than binding the de-
fendant overnrto-circuit court and confining the defendant in jail await-
ing trial. The salary of the circuit judge is $8,000 and has been increased
to $10,000 for ‘the next term of circuit judge, or until raised by the
various counties. In some counties the c¢ircuit judge is paid $12,000.

.Attached hereto is a statement of the salaries of other county
judges in counties having jurisdiction similar to Portage county. L do
wish, however, to call your attention to the fact that the ‘salary in
Waupaca county is $6,000 per year but the judge has no civil jurisdic-
tion, and in Marathon county his salary is $7,300 but he has only §1,000
civil jurisdiction. The salary of the Wood county judge has been raised
to~37,000. A new juvenile court for - Milwaukee county has been in-
stituted by the legislature setting the salary at §12,000 a year which
court handles nothing but juvenile cases. Likewise, a new district court
has been instituted in that county with salary at'the same figure. As
the attached statement shows, the salary paid in Portage county is
disproportionate to the work invelved and as to what is paid in other
counties. Because of the work here I feel that the salary of the county
judge of Portage county should be set by the county board at the sum
of at least $7,200. This amount is less than the practicing attorneys of
Portage county believe the same should be but I believe that that am-
ount would be an adeguate salary. If you deem it necessary you can
consult the local Bar association and T am confident a representative of
it would appear in this connection: . .

I therefore respectfully petition that the salary of the county judge
be increased from $6,000 to $7,200.

It will, therefore, be necessary to establish priorities on the basis of
need. Some areas are more in need of additional protection than others.
Such prlontles also will have to be approved by the commission.

The total expense of .the _offigers for this period
was $19,359.75 which includes $12,925.00 for salaries, $3,562.560 for car
allowances, $2,109.09 for gasoline, oil, grease and other services for the
cars and $763.16 for printing, equipment and supplies. Deducting the
revenues from the total expense leaves the net cost of operation at--
$12,077.59. The cost to the county per mile of car operation was 4.4
cents. ! P

In addition to the arrests, the officers issued 1,245 warnings, con-
ducted 640 driver’s tests and permit tests, rendered assistance to 101.
motorists who were disabled on the highway, assisted 212 persons in
filling out licenses and other forms, gave 42 escorts, answered 308 calls,
investigated 302 accidents and traveled 130,159 miles for Portage county.

The number of assistances to persons in license applications has
taken a sudden rise due to a change in policy of thé motor vehicle de-
partment of the state. The state patrol formerly assisted in most license
applications and conducted all investigations for theitr department but
now they, seem’to do very little of either. This work is being passed on -
to the sheriff's department, city police department and the county -
traffic officers. The investigations are usually for the parpose of pick-
ing up driver’s licenses and license plates of persons who *have had
them suspended or revoked: Each mvestlgatlon has required ‘from one
to four trips to various parts of the county and the wntmg of one or
two letters concerning each’ investigation,

This fall the state department of public welfare asked us to take
on an additional task of foster care.

The homes in which these children are placed for room and board
fall under foster care and the state requires that they be ‘investigated,

To the Honorable Chairman and Members of the Portage County Board:
- November 1, 1949 .

It is again my pleasure and privilege to report to you on the activi-
ties of your veterans service office for the past year, covering the
period November 1, 1948 to November 1, 1949.

The activity in”the .veterans service office still remains at a high
pitch. During. this past year we have averaged nearly 1,000 contacts
per month in the office. Veterans cases are hecoming more complicated
@s time goes on and their problems more varied. The veterans admin-
istration had withdrawn from the field and thrown all the burden into
the county service office, and the state has set up the county service
office as its representative to the county.

There have been many changes in the laws, both state and federai,
concerning benefits to the veteran and his dependents, We are endeavor-
ing to keep abreast of these changes and keep the veterans of Portage
county informed at all times of their rights under the federal and state
laws. We attended the institute at the University of Wisconsin as well
as service officers schools at Manitowoc, Green Bay and Fond du Lac.

To the end that the Portage county veteran may take advantage
of the federal laws, your service office prosecutes claims for compen-

We also obtain grants from the Wisconsin
denartment of veterans affairs to forestall want and distress of World
war ‘two veterans and also furnish domiciliary care to veterans and
their eligible dependents at the Grand Army Home for Veterans at
King, Wisconsin. .

Our local "hos-
pital facilities are being used extensively for emergency cases. We have
seven veterans being hospitalized currently}at River Pines sanitarium.

Subject: Annual Report (1949) to the County Board: i
Gentlemen, I would like to present a short summary of the work
accomplished by this department during the current .year.

. T am rather pleased to report that work on-all of the towns in the
county has now been completed with only the villages remaining to
come under our new addressograph system. However, since the town of .
Plover was not ‘completely organized at the time the assessment rolls
weresimprinted this spring, this town Wwill not be included under the
new system for this year. The towns of Sharon and Hull were added
this year to the list of other towns receiving the new imprinted ‘rolls
and tax receipts. Much more time and effort were spent on setting up
the towns of Hull and Plover since these two towns were not included
under the plat project conducted by the county some years ago. This
meant that considerable research of records and drawing of sectional
maps according to scale were’required to accurately set up-the real
estate descriptions for the two towns. The woTk was quite involved,
but with continued persistence and careful checking, these two towns
have finally been completed, and now, with the other towns, they
possess tax rolls with a greater degree of accuracy in their descriptions.
To give some idea of the work involved, the town;of Hull required 1,233
individual tax roll deseriptions or entries: and” the town of Plover in-
cluded 1,450 such descriptions. Bach and everyone of these descriptions
were carefully checked against records and from information.submitted
by the assessors. There is a total of approximately 16,500 tax roll des-
'criptions for the entire county thus far requiring the:making of that



87

same number of plates for- the new system

Plans for the village of Almond have already been organized and
-work will be resumed on the village as soon as the tax rolls and re-
- ceipts are. imprinted this month, There is a possibility of two or three
villages being set up by s=pring of next year, dependmg of course upon
.the amount of work involved.

Transfers on property in 1 the towns have been brought up to
date, and- the addressographed tax rolls for 1949 will be based £n trans-
fers occuring as of the recording date of November 1.

Since most of you  members are already acquamted with the duties
of this department, there is nc need of my explaining these duties
again; however, if any of the new members are interested in knowing
more about the purpose of this department, please feel free to come
down to my office and 1 will be glad to explain the work involved.

Perhaps some of you have already noticed the title for this de-
partment has been changed from “Addressograph Department” to
“County Tax Roll! Department.” The latter name is more in liné with
the type of work carried on in this office, whereas the name "Add-
ressograph Department” was qu1te ‘misleading.

This department also co-operated in the makmg of- the new
county plat book, a project sponsored by the 4-H club organizations in
the county. A list of real estate descriptions was submitted to the pub-
lisher from our addressographed plates on all the towns with the "ex-
ception of Plover. Plover was not corganized at the time the publisher
needed the information and was platted by the publisher himself. The
plat book is very well organized and will prove to be helpful to those
who are in need of such books. However, in the making of such plat
‘books. possibility of error is always present»I don't believe there is
yet to be found on the market, a completely accurate plat book. If there
is occa.smn for doubt in your mind about the accuracy of location or
. ownership of property in the plat book please consult my office for a
comparison with my large'section plat books. Some minor errors have
already been submitted to my office for comparison and thus far the
publisher was found to be at fault. However, the benefits derived from
the use of thesde plat books far outnumber what few errors may have
been made by the publisher, and the 4-H club organizations in the
county should be commended for undertaking this project,

The tax rolls are now ‘being imprinted at the present tlme and
should be completed before ,the end of this month' for distribution to
your town clerks. This will allow them sufficient time to compute the
tax and deliver the roll to the town treasurer by the third " Monday
in December in accordance with state statutes. .

In conclusion I want to.thank the building and grounds committee
for furnishing this department with needed equipment and  supplies.
I alsc want to thank you members for your time and attention.

The following is a transecript of the facts and information. given you
verbalily by the undersigned at your meeting yesterday.

As you know, the ambulance service has now heen in opefation
for two years and during-that &ime we have had many and varied
experiences relating to ambulance service, about which we knéw noth-
ing just two.short years age. During the first year of its .operation
there were not as many calls as we are making now and there were
less calls for the ambulance for purely sick calls. Before - explaining
the fire department’s position in relation to this service let me give you
briefly the personnel set-up in the department. )

We usé a two platoon system. One group of men will be on duty for -,\

- .

~
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24 consecutive hours and then the other .platoon will ‘relieve. them.
This second platoon then remains on duty for the next 24 consecutive

on each platoon, 7 of whom are on duty, since each man gets one shift

- “off” once every two weeks. These 7 men are divided between two sta-

tions with 4 at one station and 3 at the other. The a.mbulance alwa.ys
operates out.of the station which has the 4 man crew,

When we first started giving ambulance service we never dls—
patched more .than just one man, as driver, who was ‘assisted by a
policeman in loading and unloading a patient (if within the city limits)
but he had no help of any kind if he had to go outside of the city

limits any place in the county. After a year'or more of operation we.
‘found ‘it necessary, with constantly increasing regularity, to dispatch

two men on county calls because with for instance, a sick husband to
be taken to the hospital, the wife or her children were unable to help
in loading the patient. With a necessity for dispatching 2 men for most
county calls, we often found ourselves left with just 2 men in the fire
station to man a thousand gallon pumper in case of emergency, and
sometimes the station was left with just 1 man, as for instance, if one
of our men was out making fire inspections or if 1 man- was sick.

Since the ambulance service is now fairly well established and
people now know 'that the service is available, this sort of thing has
been happemng ‘with constantly increasing regularity.

Some one of these days a member of the state ratmg bureau is go-
ing to stop in at one of our fire stations checkmg on our facilities and
he will find only 2 or possibly just 1 man on duty there. An investiga-
tion will follow and the rating bureau will find that we do not have
our regular complement of men on duty in the stations at all times
and this will very likely résult in’ our fire insurance rate structure in
Stevens Point being jeopardized to the extent that an increase in fire
insurance rates would result. This. we should not permit. T would be
derelict in my duty as chief of fire department if I permitted such a
condition to continue without making some recommendation to the
comtission in an effort to correct or eliminate it,

I have therefore recommended to the fire and police commission
that the services of another man be engaged who would work opposite
our present night ambulance driver, so that at no time would it be
necessary.to send out more than just 1 of our firemen on these calls,

Since we now-have such a man for 4 months of the year (durlng the’

firemen’'s vacation period) it would mean that the increase in operat-
mg cost would be the amount of his salary for eight months. Our driver
is currently being paid $170.00 per month. T don't .believe we can hire
another for less than that. This will therefore increase the annual de-

" hours and these two platoons continue to alternate. There are 8 men o

-

ficit about $1,300, which I believe is a small price to pay to keep this )

SUMMARY OF NEW LAWS AFFECTING AUTHORITY OF COUNTY
BOARDS AS PASSED BY THE 1849 LEGISLATURE. -

To the Honorable Chairman and Members of the County Board of
Supervisors of Portage County, Wlsconsm
Gentlemen:: ;

The 1949 session of the Wisconsin legistature adjourned-in Septem-
ber after having enacted 643 bills into law. Some of these new laws
make.it compulsory for the county board to take action, whlle others
permit action by the county bhoard.

In presenting this summary of the new laws, I have divided it into
two sections, first, those requiring action by the county board, and
second, those that give you the authority to act if you so wish. The
chapter numbers in each case refers to the chapter number in the
1949 session laws.

NEW LAWS REQUIRING ACTION BY THE COUNTY BOARD

Chapter 501 — Provides for the election by the county board of
a new county school committee. \The new committee shall consist of
six members to be elected at tbe meeting of the county board in Novem-
ber, 1949, such members to take office January 1, 1950. The present
committee will continue to serve until the new members qualify. Three
of the commitiee members shall be from the city of Stevens Point or
incorporated villages within the county, the city of Stevens Point, how-
ever, shall be entitled to at least one committee member. The remain-
ing three members shall be from the towns within the county. Of the
three city village members, one member shall serve for a term of
one year; one member shall serve for a term of two years; and one
‘member shall serve for a term of three years. The terms of the com-
mittee members from-the towns likewise shall he for one, two and three
years. Under the new law, one of the committee members may he a
member of the eounty board. The pay of the county committee is to
be fixed by the county board at not less than $4.00 nor more than $8.00
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per day. (Formerly was $5.00 per day). - o

Chapter 498 — Provides that, the county board must set the fees
of jury commissioners and jurors at a minimum of $4.00 to a maximum
of $8.00 per day. The provisions of this law allow the county hoard
to fix one fee for courts of record, such as cireuit court and county
court, and another juror’'s fee for justice court.

Chapter 462 — Requires .he county board to fix the compensation
for the county park commission at a rate not to exceed the county-
, board member’s pay. (The old law provided for a rate not to exceed
. $5.00 per day).

Chapter 269 - Provides that effective June 19, 1949 the county
board rather than the highway committee shall appoint traffic officers,
and the county board shall alsc ‘have power to revoke such appoint-
ments.

NEW LA\VS WHICH PERMIT ACTION BY THE COUNTY BOARD
BUT DOES NOT MAKE SUCH ACTION COMPULSORY.

Chapter 8 — Authorizes transfer of lands to state or armory hoards
for military purposes.

"Chapter 12 — Broadens authority to appropriate funds for war
memorials including hospital, sanatorium, or home for indigent. En-
ahles levy of 5 mill tax for b years therefor. Authorizes appropriations
to veterans organization for such purposes extent of public use to he
fixed by government unit.

Chapter 59 —~ Gives authority to constriet and maintain or repair
piers or dams across any stream within or adjoining municipality.

Chapter 66 -- Enables county in which federal government has
built structure into lake or river to enact ordinance prescribing use of.
such property by pubhc prov1d1ng use does not interfere with fedelal
operations.

Chapter 98 — Authorlzes county board by i vote of members elect
to provide that public works may be done directly by county without
submitting the same for bid.

Chapter 105 — Enables county park commission to acquire lands
outside county limits if not more than 7 mile from county line.

Chapter 111 — Enables county to pay officials and employes once
every two weeks, (Formerly monthly or semi-monthly).

Chapter 120 — Enables county boards to provide for group in-
surance for officers and employes.

Chapter 141 — Requires wage payments to public employee upon
his death to be paid to dependent upon demand. -

Chapter 184 — Permits a county to hire a county recreation director.
, Chapter 280 — Defines exactly what county puyblic works are that
require public hid. (Formerly was by reference to city statutes).

Chapter 282 — Authorizes county 'board to lease cil and gas rights
on ‘county-owned lands, .

Chapter 330 -- Enables counties to deposit funds in time deposits
maturing in cne year.

Chapter 334 — Permits county, city or town to issue bonds jointly
with other municipalities for airport purposes,

Chapter 456 — County park commissions given complete jurisdiction
over public aileys, streets or highways which have been incorporated
into the park system and permits municipality to install sewers and
other facilities after 5 day notice to the park commission, -

Chapter 542 — Authorizes county board to appoint board committee
to act in emergency to suppress and contro! insect pests, weeds and
plant or animal diseases. -

_Chapter 546 — Authorizes county hlghway committee to sell high-
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way supplies oh open account to city, village or a town in the county
Account limited to $1,000.00 at any one time.
Chapter 590 "— Authorizes county boardq to establish sma.l! clalms
courts, and to.make appropriations therefor. .

Kindly note that these figures computed as of November 1, 1949,
With-holding the librariah’s salary of $50.00 a month this will .leave
a total of $17.48 for. book _purchases for the remammg two months ofA
thls yvear. .

The librarian’s salary of $600 00 per year is substantial conmdermg
it as part-time work. It is however my conviction that"the remaining
amount of $150.00 is insufficient for the purchase of books and supplies.
A total of 150 books were purchased this year, half of which were
for adult readmg, and half of which were for children. The section on
adult literaturc is fairly welil stocked, however there should be an allot- '
ment large enough to purchase at least gixty new books a year in ad-.
dition to replacing by repurchase of good old books which have been
\\orn in many cases beyond repair by constant use.

The children’s section of the hbrary is not nearly in as good con-
dition as the adult section. Children are naturally harder on books
than adults. Many of the children’s books are old and beyond repair.
The cost of repairing these books in most cases would run over the
cost of repurchase, Most of you are aware of the fact that this library
supplies.books to library centers throughout the county in addition to
supplying rural schools with additional reading material.. Rural teach-

! .

F
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ers throughout the county are eager for .supplementary  reading r'na—
terial for their children, I am sorry to say that I cannot always gratify
their wish. We need more books for- children. I' therefore made the
recommendation to the finance committee that the appropriation for
the Portage county free traveling library be raised to $850.00.

Transportation of the books to library centers-is not what it should
be. It has been a practice to use a county truck for the delivery of
books: however thig arrangement has not worked out too well this
past year. There seems to be a shortage of trucks on week days, and
. Saturdays are inconvenient from the standpoint that it is the day that
. most rural teachers pick up their boxes here, and many of the library
centers are closed or very busy with other matters. I have a car if
you can call it that and am willing to use it for transportatlon of books
if the county will stand the gas and-oil bill.

To. date there are 18 library centers being served in addltlon to 15
rural schools. A box of ,books remains at these centers for eight weeks
before they. are exchanged for a new box. Summer deliveries are spaced
wider because the reading demand is not as‘great in that season of
the year. As of late the’ transportation problem previously mentioned
made delivery mconsxstent as compared to past years.

If lesser rates are used for some in-
dividuals, the machinery fund will not earn enough to finance ma-
chinery costs and the machinery’ fund will not be self-sustaining.

2. The use of a lesser rate than the established rate makes the local
units which have a small amount of work done by the county pay part
of the machinery costs for the local units that have a large amount of
work done by the county. As this is unfair to the local units having only
a small amount of work done. we believe that the practice of charging
lesser machinery rates to local units should be discontinued. As our
accountant is unable to be present for your county board meeting, we
would appreciate it if you would inform the board of the views expressed
in this letter.

The chairman shall take the chair at the time to which the
board stands adjourned, and the board shall then be called
to order, and the roll of members called.

Upon the appearance of a quorum, the Journal of the pre-
ceding day shall be read by the clerk, and any mistakes
therein may. bé corrected by the board; provided that upon
the last day of the session the journal for that day shall be
read by the clerk, .and before the fmal adJournment corrected
by the board.

The chair shall preserve order and shall decide questions of
order, subject to an appeal of the board. .
The chairman shall vote on all questions taken by‘ yveas and
nays, except on appeal from his own decisions.

Every member, previous to his speaking, shall arise and ad-
dress himself to the chair.

When two or .more members rise at once, the chair shall des-
ignate the member who is first -to speak.
